	Section 2:
	Special Meetings maybe called by order of the President or four (4) Directors.  If the President or the Directors refuse or neglect to order a Special Meeting, the Secretary shall  call same upon the written request of ten (10) members of the Association.

	Section 3:
	Eight (8) members present at a meeting shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business but any less number may adjourn to a future time.

	
	

	ARTICLE  III -  OFFICERS

	Section 1:

	The officers of the Association shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, and Board of Directors, consisting of three (3) members at large and the President, ex-officio.

	Section 2:
	The officers shall be elected by ballot at the Annual Meeting and hold office for one year and until their successors are elected.  That newly elected officers take over duties immediately upon election and advised by the President of their duties.

	Section 3:
	A vacancy in either of said offices maybe filled at a Special Meeting called for that purpose and until such time the Board of Directors may fill such vacancy.

	Section 4:
	The President, with the Board of Directors, shall appoint all committees.

	Section 5:
	The President shall preside at all meetings of the Association, and of the Board of Directors and perform all other duties incident to his office.

	Section 6:

	The Secretary shall keep a complete and permanent record of the proceedings of the Association and of the Board of Directors.    He shall pay to the Treasurer all money that may come into his hands belonging to the Association and perform all other duties incident to his office that may be required by the Association.  He shall report in writing at the Annual Meeting of the Association.

	The Corresponding Secretary shall give notice in writing of all meetings of the Association which shall be delivered or sent to his residence or place of business.  At least three days notice shall be given for all meetings at which money is to assessed or appropriated.  If a meeting is adjourned, notice of the time and place of adjournment shall be immediately given in the manner before provided to each member not present when the meeting is adjourned.

	Section 8:
	The Treasurer shall be subject to the direction and control of the Board of Directors, shall collect, receive and safely keep all moneys, funds and securities of the Association, pay all demands when approved by the President and Secretary and look after the finances generally.   His books of accounts and other records shall at all times be open to the inspection of the Association at its Annual Meeting, showing the receipts whenever requested by them,  His annual report shall be audited by an Auditor appointed by the President.   He shall deliver to his successor all money, books, papers, and other property belonging to the Association.

	Section 9:
	The Directors shall report at the Annual Meeting of the Association and such other times as the member may by vote require. 

	Section 10:
	Meetings of the Directors may be held at the call of the President, due notice having been given to all Directors.  The Secretary shall call a meeting at the request of three (3) Directors.

	Section 11:
	The majority of the Board shall constitute a quorum.

	
	

	ARTICLE  IV - MEMBERSHIP

	Section 1:
	This Association shall consist of active and associate members.

	Section 2:
	Any one member over 21 years of age of a family owning property at Cedar Tree Point may become an active member of this Association by majority approval of the Board of Directors and payment of dues and assessment.

	Section 3:
	Active members may vote on all questions in person or by written proxy.

	Section 4:
	Any one or more members 21 or more years of age of a family renting or leasing property at Cedar Tree Point may become an Associate Member of the Association by majority approval of the Board of Directors and payment of dues.

	Section 5:
	Associate membership ceases with the termination of the tenancy at Cedar Tree Point of said member.  Associate members shall have a vote on all maters presented to the Association except the expenditure of appropriation of money.

	Section 6:
	Active membership ceased with the termination of real estate ownership at Cedar Tree Point Warwick, RI.  On action of the Board of Directors, members who are in arrears for payment of dues and assessments for a period of two years may be dropped from the membership roll.  On payment of back dues and assessments, membership may be reinstated automatically within 2 years after being dropped.

	
	

	ARTICLE  V – DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

	ARTICLE  VI - AMENDMENTS
